  Rural Transfer Sites:  (Perryvale, Colinton, Whispering Hills, Grassland and Wandering River) 
 

are set-up to accept solid waste from local residents. In general, all rural sites may accept the following: 
recyclables, household waste, furniture, scrap metal, appliances, wood and small quantities of do-it-yourself 
construction and renovation materials.  
 

The Rural Transfer Sites Are Not Set-Up for dump trailers or to accept large loads of shingles, commercial 
business waste, construction, renovation or demolition waste.  Those loads and dump trailers may be re-directed 
to the Athabasca Transfer Site or one of the two landfills.

 The Athabasca Regional Landfill  is a registered Class II landfill that can accept most types of solid 

waste from a Dump Truck, Bin, or Dump Trailer with the exception of Hazardous, Industrial or Oilfield Waste. 
 

 The Boyle Regional Landfill  is a registered Class III landfill that can accept most types of solid dry inert 

waste from a Dump Truck, Bin, or Dump Trailer with the exception of Hydro Carbon Contaminated Soils, 
Hazardous, Industrial or Oilfield Waste.  
 

 User Fees  are collected at all Transfer Sites and Landfills to support capital and operational costs including 

trucking and material specific processing costs. Recyclable Materials that are accepted for free are prepared for 
market at the Athabasca Recycle Facility and the revenues received from the sale of the materials support the 

handling costs. In efforts to maintain Low User Fees and to keep operational costs low it is important that 
materials are sorted into designated areas so that they may be diverted from landfill and processed efficiently.
